FIRST 
WARNING

If you are responsible

you will receive a 
verbal warning. 

Although you may 
continue to 

participate, take a 
minute to reflect on 

your actions & 
decisions.

If you continue to 
behave in ways that 

do not meet 
expectations, you will 

be asked to sit out. 
You will need to wait 
until the teacher is 

ready to discuss your 
behaviour before you 

may return to class 
activities. 

If you return to the 
class activities and 

continue to not meet 
behaviour expectations, 

you will have to sit 
out for the rest of the 

class. Your parents 
will need to be 

informed of your 
behaviour.

If you act in ways that 
are purposefully 

abusive towards others  
(either physically or 
verbally), you will be 
expelled from class. 
A meeting with the 

principal will be 
required before you 
may return to class.
